HORTICULTURE STUDY ABROAD IN ENGLAND 2007

Our host institution will be Myerscough Agricultural College in Bilsborrow England, about 25 minutes from the Irish Sea town of Blackpool. (Please visit their website at http://www.myerscough.ac.uk/ ) This program will allow a student to receive about the same credit (14 – 16 semester hours) as a normal Spring/Fall term in Auburn for a similar total cost to an on-campus term. The class aspect, content wise will not be greatly different than receiving the same content on campus at Auburn, however, the international aspect of this experience is where the great gains will occur. The following classes will be included:
Herbaceous Ornamental Plants (4) HORT 4100
Interior Plants and Floral Design (3) HORT 2250
Landscape Gardening and Construction incorporating CAD (4) HORT 2210
Garden History and Design (3) (as a Group 2 Directed Study HORT 4930)
International Seminar (2) (elective hour credit as Agricultural Leadership AGRI 3800).
The academic portion of the program is tentatively set for June 11 through July 20, 2007. The total cost at this point is $7000.00, payable to Auburn University. This will cover tuition, lodging, board, instructional materials and books, and in-country transportation, and round-trip airfare from US to England. The fee will not cover passport fees, phone cards and other incidentals. PACT plans, scholarships, Voc. Rehab. Monies, and student loans can be applied towards the $7000 if you have such available. This is a particular good deal for Out-of-State students (who would normally pay a higher price to take the same credit load in Auburn).
We are able to accept between 12 and 20 students for this program, through an application process. There will be at least one Auburn faculty member on-site throughout the 6 week program. The program will enhance your opportunity for future employment in that many companies, and particularly government agencies desire a graduate that comprehends the global economy we are living in. The Port of Mobile and the Department of Ag and Industries, as well as US Customs and others charged with issues of Homeland Security need graduates who can function in a global mindset.

The academic aspect of the Study Abroad program is to deliver at minimum the same content a student would receive at Auburn. However, the cultural experience and the historical aspects of this experience will be unparalleled. We will have coordinated tours to public and private gardens upon which the very principles of modern landscape design were built. We will provide overviews of the political system of Great Britain, the agricultural and industrial nature of GB, the natural resources of GB, and insights into how grower associations work.
