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Directions to Pursell Farms

From Birmingham: Follow U.S. 280 southeast
through Chelsea, Harpersville, and into Childer-
sburg. At the second traffic light in Childersburg,
turn right on County Road 008. Go approxi-
mately 11 miles, to a dead end in Fayetteville.
Turn right on County Road 002. The entrance
to Pursell Farms/FarmLinks is approximately
1/2 mile on the left.

From Atlanta: Take I-20 to the junction of Ala-
bama 21, located at the Anniston-Oxford exit.
Follow Alabama 21 south through Talladega to
Winterboro. Turn right on Alabama 76. Go 10
miles to Childersburg and cross U.S. 280 (turns
into County Road 008). Go 11 miles. At the
dead end, turn right on County Road 002. The
entrance to Pursell Farms/FarmLinks is approxi-
mately 1/2 mile on the left.

From Montgomery: Go north on I-65 to

U.S. 231. Turn right on U.S. 231 and go north
toward Sylacauga. At the junction of U.S. 231
and U.S. 280, turn left on U.S. 280. Go approxi-
mately 2 miles to the first traffic light. (Note: If
you get to Wal-Mart on U.S. 280 you have gone
too far.) Turn left at the traffic light on County
Road 002 and go approximately 9 miles to the
Pursell Farms/FarmLinks entrance on left.

From Auburn: Go northwest on U.S. 280 to
Sylacauga. Turn left onto Syla-Fayetteville Road,
County Road 002. (Note: If you get to Wal-
Mart on U.S. 280 you have gone too far.) Follow
signs approximately 9 miles to Pursell Farms.
